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The Old Testament, particularly the Former Prophets (Joshua, Judges, 
1-2 Samuel, and 1-2 Kings), has been regarded as having a negative 
attitude towards foreigners. In this NSBT volume, David Firth argues that 
the Former Prophets subvert the exclusivist approach to show that the 
people of God are not defined by ethnicity but rather by their willingness 
to commit themselves to the purposes of Yahweh. God's purposes are 
always wider than Israel alone, and Israel must therefore understand 
themselves as a people who welcome and include the foreigner.

Nearly every professional counselor will encounter clients with a history 
of complex trauma.
